Part 01 - Basic Words for
Actions and Behavior

1. Act

e Definition: To do something or take action, typically for a specific purpose.
e Example:
Act with sincerity for the sake of Allah.
Synonyms:

(I' mal bi‘ikhlas liwajhi Allah.)
o Meaning: Act with sincerity for the sake of Allah.

2. Do

e Definition: To perform an action or carry out a task.
e Example:
Do good deeds to earn Allah’s reward.
Synonyms:

o Example (Urdu): "1JJ0 SOlovele S lod SO JdsOleeleed Sosll!
(Allah ke inaam ko pane ke liye achay amal karo.)
o Meaning: Do good deeds to earn Allah’s reward.

o Example (Arabic): "luedsl 1igpld 1Joeldzs Jusd Iz, [JJe."
(I' falu al-a'mal al-salihah lina'il ajr Allah.)
o Meaning: Do good deeds to earn Allah’s reward.



3. Work

e Definition: To perform tasks, usually to achieve a goal.
e Example:
Work hard and seek knowledge, for it is an act of worship.
Synonyms:

o Example (Urdu): "pzow Sys lsy ede tloed Susi SssuSH sl ewlbe [T
(Mehnat karo aur ilm hasil karo, kyunke yeh ibadat hai.)
o Meaning: Work hard and seek knowledge, for it is an act of worship.

4. Move

e Definition: To change position or location.
e Example:
Move towards righteousness and away from euvil.
Synonyms:

(Neki ki taraf barho aur burai se door raho.)
o Meaning: Move towards righteousness and away from evil.

(Taharraku nahwa al-salah wa ibta'idu 'an al-fasad.)
o Meaning: Move towards righteousness and away from evil.

5. Try

e Definition: To attempt or make an effort to do something.
e Example:
Try to pray with full concentration, for it brings peace.



Synonyms:

o Meaning: Try to pray with full concentration, for it brings peace.

6. Help

e Definition: To assist or give aid to someone.
e Example:
Help the poor and needy, for their reward is great in the sight of Allah.
Synonyms:

7. Lead

e Definition: To guide or direct others in action or behavior.



e Example:
Lead your family with kindness and wisdom, as the Prophet (PBUH) did.

o Meaning: Lead your family with kindness and wisdom, as the
Prophet (PBUH) did.

(Qudoo 'a‘ilatakum bilutf wa hikma kama fa'al al-nabi SAW.)
o Meaning: Lead your family with kindness and wisdom, as the
Prophet (PBUH) did.

8. Stop

e Definition: To cease or bring an action to an end.
e Example:
Stop backbiting and speaking ill of others, for it is forbidden in Islam.
Synonyms:

9. Start

e Definition: To begin an activity or process.
e Example:
Start your day with Fajr prayer and gratitude to Allah.
Synonyms:

o Meaning: Start your day with Fajr prayer and gratitude to Allah.

(Ibda' yawmak bi-salat al-fajr wa shukr Allah.)
o Meaning: Start your day with Fajr prayer and gratitude to Allah.

10. Change

e Definition: To make or become different, often to improve or adjust.
e Example:
Change for the better by following the teachings of the Quran and Sunnah.
Synonyms:

o Example (Arabic): "¢ sl JJIpd wleols weldse 1JETo sldowos.”
(Ghayyiru lil-afdal bi-ittiba' ta'aleem al-Quran wa al-Sunnah.)
o Meaning: Change for the better by following the teachings of the
Quran and Sunnah.
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
